APPENDIX B

GUIDELINES

· The Community Environmental Fund commenced in 2001 and is levied by Farnborough Airport on business aviation movements at a rate of £2 per aircraft movement and £5 per aircraft movement where the aircraft is a Boeing Business Jet or an Airbus A319 Corporate Jet. The fund is available to groups and organisations under the following criteria: -

· Located within 5 kilometres from the centre of Farnborough Airport (taken to be halfway down the main runway)

· Within this 5 kilometre radius, is demonstrably and regularly affected by aircrafts travelling to and from Farnborough Airport

· Will result in the enhancement of a facility or site, or the provision of a new facility that is publicly accessible and able to be enjoyed by the community as a whole

· Is a community or environment based bid, projects may include: -

· Green or open spaces

· Natural habitats

· Restoring footpaths

· Environmental enhancement, refurbishments or improvements 

· Community projects with an emphasis on the environment or outdoor education
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
